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These religious refugees flee Salzburg carrying with them religious volumes. The man has under one 



arm a copy of the Augsburg Confession; under the other is a theological work by Johann Arndt 
(1555-1621). The woman is carrying the Bible. The legend between them says: "We are driven into 
exile for the Gospel's sake; we leave our homeland and are now in God's hands.”
