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I N T R O D U C T I O N 
I n a short time we w i l l be commemorating the 350th Anniversary of the 
Massacre of 1641, one of the foulest deeds ever perpetrated in all the dark 
and bloodthirsty history of I re land. O n 23rd October 1641 (the Roman 
Catholic Feast of St. Ignatius Loyola — founder of the Jesuit Order) , Ireland 
and the northern province of Ulster i n particular experienced a slaughtei 
no less cruel i n its nature or tragic i n its consequences than that w h i c h had 
taken place on St . Bartholomew's E v e 1572, i n Paris and throughout France. 

O n that terrible October Saturday the native I r i sh Papists, led by Sir Phelim 
O'Nei l l , and incited, encouraged, f inanced, aided and abetted by the Roman 
Catholic C h u r c h , its priests and hierarchy, rose u p in an insurrection, the 
sole purpose of w h i c h was the total eradication of Protestants and 
Protestantism throughout the Emerald Isle. A l l that had been accomplished in 
the preceding three decades, since the Plantation of Ulster, spiritually, 
politically and economically was to be w i p e d out by fire and the sword. Three 
and a half centuries later a n d i n our twentieth year of the war of genocide 
currently being waged by the R o m a n Catholic terrorists of the l . R . A . and 
their offshoots, little has changed, w i t h the exception of the weaponry 
Swords, pikes and daggers have been replaced by bombs and bullets suppliec 
by Libya and the nations of the C o m m u n i s t w o r l d . 

T h e sad fact is that today the events of 1641 are very largely forgotten, they 
have become censored history. Whi ls t it is impossible as yet to expunge frorr 
the pages of our history books, the Siege of Londonderry or the Battle oi 
the Boyne (although every effort is made to minimise, belittle anc 
misrepresent these events), the Massacre of 1641 has suffered a historica 
blackout. 

O u r people are unl ike ly to hear the facts f rom the C h u r c h pulpits where 
ecumenical and apostate clergy continually tell their flocks that we must forgei 
our u n h a p p y divis ions . 

O u r chi ldren w i l l definitely not hear of this major event w h i c h influenced 
all Ulster history thereafter, for in the schools today by the State-enforced 
Education for M u t u a l Understanding (so-called), every effort is being made 
to emphasise our supposedly shared culture and heritage, thereby 
acceleratin^^thb p r o r e ^ £ o l 3 g ' ^ ^ preparation for the final 
p u s h towards a united Roman Catholic dominated Ir i sh Republic. 

It is therefore essential that the facts of history once again be made available 
to the Protestant population, for it is true to say that a nation or people whc 
do not learn from past events are condemned to relive the same experiences
